followers� later�recovered�the�body�
and� buried� it� together�with� the� St�

Matthew’s�bible�which�St�Barnabas�
used� to� carry.� It� was� another� 432�
years� before� Bishop� Anthemios�
had�a�dream�and�found�the�resting�
place� and� the� bible� which� he�
presented�to�the�Emperor�Zeno.���

The�Monastery� closed� in� 1976� but�
the�Department�of�Antiquities�and�
Museums� have� restored� the�
buildings�and�opened�the�museum�
and� icon� collection� to� the� public.���

military� families,� clergy� families�
have� to� be� prepared� to� ‘up�sticks’�
and� move� around� the� country,�
t a k i ng � po t � l u c k � w i t h � t h e�
accommodation.� � Their� hope,� and�
ours,� is� that� they�will�be�happy�and�
have� a� fulfilling� time� as� your� new�
vicar.� � God� already� knows� the�
person� He� wants� to� minister� here,�
our� task� is� to�discern� the�prompting�
of�the�Holy�Spirit.��I�would�ask�your�
prayers� for�all� those� involved� in� the�
process.���

In�the�parish�profiles� it�says�that�the�
successful� candidate� will� draw�
together� Kenley� and� Purley� into� a�
United�Benefice�“within� two�years.”�
Some�people,�particularly�at�Kenley,�
have�expressed�surprise�to�me�about�
this.��In�fact,�The�Rev.��Roger�Hagon�
was� installed� as� Priest� in� Charge� of�
St.� � Barnabas� in� October� 2001� after�
lengthy�discussions�with�both�PCCs�

about�the�future�shape�of�ministry�in�
the� Deanery.� � The� idea� was� that�
within� five� years� the� Union� would�
be� completed� and� he� could� be�
installed� as� first� vicar� of� the�United�
Benefice.� �However,� at� the� five� year�
mark� he� asked� for� further� time� for�
the�process�to�work�its�way�through.��
It� appears� now� that,� at� least� at�
Kenley,� not� much� information� has�
been� conveyed� to� parishioners;�
whereas� at� St.� � Barnabas� they� are�
keenly�aware�of�the�implications.�

Unfortunately� the� Church� of�
England� clergy� are� getting� older!�
Many�of�us�were� born� just� after� the�
war�and�are�about�to�retire.��There�is�
a�shortage�of�younger�clergy�to� take�
our� place.� � In� the� countryside� they�
have� been� sharing� clergy� amongst�
the�parishes�for�years.��Now�it�is�the�
turn� of� the� cities,� and�London� is� no�
exception.� � Smaller� parishes� are�
being� grouped� together� in� larger�
benefices� so� that� one� priest� can�
m in i s t e r � t o � a � number � o f�
congregations� with� a� mixture� of�
clerical� and� lay� collaboration.� �Here�
in� this� Deanery,� your� two� parishes�
have� been� asked� to� share� one� vicar,�

Finding�our�new�vicar....�

V ery�soon�now�a�small�group�of�representatives�from�All�Saints,�Kenley�and�St.��Barnabas,�Purley�will�sit�down�with�the�bishop�
and�interview�several�priests�who�feel�God�is�calling�them�to�a�

shared�ministry�in�these�parishes.�� 
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assisted�by�other�clergy�and�a�variety�
of�lay�ministers.��The�arrangement�is�
designed� so� that� the� parishes� of�All�
Saints� and� St.� � Barnabas� remain�
intact,� with� their� own� PCCs� and�
accounts� and� full� control� over� their�
worship�and�outreach.��A�“benefice”�
is�something�a�clergyperson�inhabits,�
it’s� where� they� do� their� work.��
Merging� benefices� to� include� other�
parishes� means� a� change� in� the�
working� environment� of� the� clergy,�
but� the� parishes� continue� largely� as�
they�have�done,� except� they� share�a�
vicar.���

Some�people� ask�how�one�vicar� can�
possibly� share� themselves� out,�
sometimes� over� more� than� a� dozen�
parishes� as� they� do� in� the�
countryside.� � The� answer� is� that�we�
deliberately� set� out� to� find� clergy�
who�have�the�capacity�to�rise�to�a�big�
job.� � Sometimes� the� bishop� will�
notice� an� experienced�vicar�has� that�
sort�of�capacity�and�will�ask�them�to�
become� Area� Dean.� � This� means�
added� responsibility,� sometimes� up�
to� 20� extra� parishes� and� umpteen�
extra� meetings.� � If� they� are� able� to�
juggle�with�extra�things,�they�may�be�
asked�at�a�later�date�to�take�on�more,�
or� move� to� work� as� a� bishop� or�
archdeacon,� where� juggling� is� the�
name� of� the� game!� No� one� would�
apply� if� they�didn’t� think� they�were�
up�to�the�task�in�hand.���

Once� your� new� vicar� is� in� post,� it�
will� be� his� or� her� task� to� bring� to�
both� PCCs� the� drafted� proposals� as�
to� how� all� this� might� work� in�
practice.� � It� should� take� about� two�
years,�but�more�time�can�be�allowed�
if� necessary.� � It� is� an� ‘arranged�
marriage’� and� you� have� only� been�
‘walking�out’� for� nine�years!� In� that�
time,� there� have� been� many�
mutually� beneficial� exchanges�
between�All�Saints�and�St.��Barnabas.��
This� will� continue� to� grow,� even�
while� the� parishes� will� largely�
continue� as� they� are.� � By� retaining�
the�parishes�intact,� it�makes�it�easier�
for� the� future,� should� there� be� a�
sudden� rush� of� new� priests,� to�
unstitch� this� arrangement� by�
agreement.� � I� don’t� want� you� to�
worry�about�this�as�it�does�not�mean�
any� lessening� in� the� pastoral� care�
and� attention� the� two� churches�will�
get�from�their�shared�vicar.���

The� arrival� of� the� new� vicar,�
probably�in�the�New�Year,�will�mark�
a� new� beginning� and� a� new�
relationship� of� equality� between� the�
two� parishes� for� the� foreseeable�
future.��I�pray�that�you�will�take�full�
advantage� of�what� you� can� offer� to�
each� other� as� companions� and�
pilgrims� in� the� spread�of� the� gospel�
in�this�area.���

HOST� is�a� long�established�national�
charity,� founded� by� the� British�

Council.��Every�HOST�visit,�whether�
for�Christmas�or�for�a�weekend�dur�
ing� the� year,� is� a� one�off,� although�
sometimes� lasting� friendships� are�
formed.��The�cultural�exchange,�and�
the� contribution� to� international�
goodwill,� are� what� make� it� all�
worthwhile.�

Things� that� help� the� gift� receiver�
be� more� environmentally� friendly�
would�be� good� –� there’s� a� host� of�
solar� powered� phone� chargers,�
radios� and� other� energy� saving�
g a d g e t s � o u t � t h e r e�
(www.naturalcollection.com� has� a�
good�selection).��Of�course�you�can�
get� virtual� charity� gifts� from�
organizations� like� Christian� Aid,�
WWF� and� National� Trust,� which�
would� score� highly� in� the�

environmental� stakes.� � If� you’re�
good� at� finding� gems� in� charity�
shops� that� would� also� be� a� high�
scorer� (and� you’d� have� plenty� of�
choice�in�Purley!).��Books�with�tips,�
advice� or� information� on� the�
environment� are� easy� to� find� too.��
This� year� I� have� decided� to� give�
most� of� my� relatives� a� copy� of�
‘How�Bad�is�a�Banana?’� –� a� guide� to�
the�carbon�footprint�of�everything’�
