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Christmas�Letter�from�Reverend�David�Hadley�
Like�many�of�our�religious�festivals,�Christmas�is�anticipated�by�many�
as�an�opportunity�for�time�off�work.�That�is�not�a�criticism,�but�merely�
an�observation�that�faith�has�become�a�victim�of�our�consumer�culture.�
Having� that� view�means� that,� at� best,� Christmas� is� a� time�when�we�
acknowledge�the�miracle�of�new�birth�in�each�and�every�child�who�is�
born�into�the�world;�and�quite�right�too.��

However,� that� is� not� the� whole� Christian� message.� The� Christian�
message�has�a�simple�truth�as�its�core,�but�a�far�more�complex�reality�
grows�from�it.�It�is�a�major�obstacle�for�other�faiths,�as�well�as�for�many�
who� sway� between� faith� and� abject� materialism.� The� real� Christmas�
message�is�that�God�was�so�concerned�about�us�and�our�world,�that�he�
came�into�it�as�one�of�us,�Himself,�to�show�where�we�had�gone�wrong�
and�how� to�get�out�of� it.�He� came� to� show�us�what� real� love�means,�
that�forgiveness�is�at�its�heart,�and�that�our�real�happiness�lies�in�being�
a�part�of�God�s�love�for�others.�The�problem�is�that�God�becoming�man,�
as�an�idea,�is�just�too�fanciful�for�our�rational�world�and�the�theological�
intricacies�behind�the�idea�of�the�Trinity�are�just�not�consumer�friendly.�
So,� for�many,� the�real�purpose�of�Christmas� is� just�a�stumbling�block�
that�should�be�ignored.�

That�said,�God�does�not�want�us�to�have�this�fractured�idea�of�things.�
There�is�a�unity�and�harmony�about�God�that�he�wants�to�share�with�
us.�It�is�there�in�the�birth�of�Jesus.�God�who�existed�before�the�world,�is�
present�in�our�lives�through�the�birth�of�His�Son,�who�will�bring�us�to�
the� fulfilment� of� our� life.� “The�hopes�and�fears�of�all�the�years�are�met�in�
Him�tonight”.�

There�will�always�be�a�mystery�at�the�heart�of�the�Christmas�story,�but�
it�is�a�mystery�that�gives�our�faith�foundation�in�the�shifting�world�of�
material�obsession�and�dependence.�

May�I�wish�you�all�a�joyous�Christmas�and�a�peaceful�New�Year.�

PUT THE DATES IN YOUR 2011 DIARY NOW! 
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One�Hundred�Years�Ago�

I n� his� history� of� St� Barnabas� Church� ‘Cradled� in� a� Stable’� E� R�Gaywood�gives�a�brief�description�of�the�area�where�the�first�church�
was�established.��In�this�article�I�have�tried�to�give�some�more�detail�

about�the�early�years,�both�before�and�after�the�dedication�of�the�building�
in�Old�Lodge�Lane.��I�have�been�helped�in�this�by�the�availability�of�three�
excellent� postcards� contemporary� with� the� period� I� am� writing� about.��
These� are� from� the�Roger�Packham�Collection�and� I� am�grateful� for� the�
permission�to�reproduce�them..�

On� Saturday,� 21st� January� 1911,� a�
small� building� in� Old� Lodge� Lane�
which� had� once� been� a� stable� was�
dedicated� as� the� first� St� Barnabas�
church�and�was�used�for�almost�three�
years,�until� the�dedication�of� the� first�
building�on�the�present�Higher�Drive�
site�on�All�Saints��Day�1913.�

During� the�previous� five� or� six�years�
housing� development� had� begun�
along�Old�Lodge�Lane�and�up�Burcott�
and� Bencombe� Roads,� and� the� area�
became� known� as� Reedham� Park.��
Before�this,�the�lane�had�run�between�
fields�and�in�the�mid�19th�century�the�
only�buildings�were�Old�Lodge�Farm,�
which� was� near� the� present� tennis�
courts,� and� a� small� row� of� three�
cottages� between� the� farm� and�
Burcott� Road.� � � In� fact,� early� maps�
show� that� the� main� approach� to� the�
farm�was�from�the�top�of�the�hill,�near�
�The�Wattenden�,�and�there�was�only�a�
very�minor�track�leading�down�to�the�
Brighton� Road,� which� would� have�
been�widened�once� the�new�building�

started.�

However,�since�the�middle�of�the�19th�
century� the� railway� had� run� along�
Smitham� Bottom,� as� the� road� to�
Brighton�was� called,� and� in� 1858� the�
Reedham� Asylum� for� Fatherless�
Children� had� opened� on� the� side� of�
the� hill� near� the� railway.� � This�
building,� later� known� as� Reedham�
Orphanage� and� then� as� Reedham�
School,� dominated� the� skyline� in�
views�of� the� area�until� its�demolition�
in�1980.�The�lodge�to�the�school�stood�
(and� still� stands)� in� Old� Lodge� Lane�
and� further� up,� opposite� the� school�
grounds� two� pairs� of� semi�detached�
cottages� (now� demolished)� had� been�
built� to� house� workers� at� the�
Orphanage.�By�the�turn�of�the�century�
there�were�also�some�houses�between�
the� railway� bridge� and� Brighton�
Road,� known� as� Reedham� Corner,�
including�a�terrace�of�small�houses.�

We� are� fortunate� in� having� available�
three�postcard�views�of� the�Reedham�
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Park� area� which� can� be� fairly�
accurately� dated� to� the� very� period�
when� our� church� was� opened.� � The�
first� (above)� shows� houses� along�Old�
Lodge�Lane�on�one�side�and�just�a�few�
houses � in � Bencombe � Road .��
Development� had� also� started� at� the�
top�of�Bencombe�on�the�other�side�of�
the� road,� but� cannot� be� seen� in� this�
view.� � The� proliferation� of� trees�
around� Reedham� Orphanage�
contrasts�with�the�bare�ground�in�the�
foreground� and� up� the� hill� opposite,�
although� the� front� gardens� are�
gradually�getting�established.�

The�second�picture�(opposite)� shows�us�
the� development� at� the� top� of�
Bencombe� and� the� large� number� of�
houses�which� had� already� been� built�
in�Burcott.��It�also�shows�the�little�row�
of�original� cottages� set�back� from� the�

road�and�rather�overshadowed�by�the�
modern� development.� � Sadly,� these�
little�cottages�have�now�been�replaced�
by�modern� dwellings.� � Similarly,� the�
old� farm� house� near� the� bottom� of�
Lodge� Hill� has� disappeared,� but� a�
building� lying� further� back� from� the�
road�may�be�original.�

The�third�postcard�(overleaf)� shows�the�
houses� further� up� the� Lane� from� the�
old�cottages�and�on�the�extreme�right�
can� be� seen� the� St� Barnabas� church�
notice� board,� at� the� end� of� the� short�
track� leading� up� to� the� church.� � It� is�
just� possible� to� read� �Parish� of�
Coulsdon��at�the�top�and�one�can�then�
deduce� that� this� is� followed� by� the�
name� of� the� church� and� the� Sunday�
services.�

So,� who� were� the� people� living� in�
these� new� houses� in� the� first� decade�
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of�the�20th�century�and�how�did�they�
come�to�have�their�own�church?� �The�
area� was� part� of� the� parish� of�
Coulsdon�and�their�only� local�church�
was� St� John�s,� Old� Coulsdon.� � The�
Coulsdon� baptism� registers� tell� us�
that� the� owners� of� these� new� houses�
were,� as� one� might� expect,� middle�
class� people� –� occupations� include�
broker,� member� of� the� Stock�
Exchange,� commercial� traveller,�
librarian,� insurance�official,� chartered�
accountant.� � There� is� the� bailiff� from�
Old� Lodge� Farm� and� then� the�
gardener,� labourer� and� coal� porter�
from�the�cottages.��The�houses�all�had�
names� and� did� not� receive� numbers�
until� much� later,� except� for� Haydn�
Avenue,� where� the� houses� seem� to�
have�had�numbers�from�the�start.� �At�
this� time� there� were� only� about� 9�
houses� there,� near� the� junction� with�

Burcott�Road.�

The� rector� of� St� John’s,� Henry�
Granville� (later�Canon)�Dickson,�was�
aware� of� the� need� for� a� place� of�
worship� in� an� area� which� was�
expanding� rapidly.� � The� people�
themselves�keenly�supported�the�idea�
and�in�fact�fund�raising�for�some�sort�
of� Mission� Church� began� in� 1907� or�
1908.� � The� parish� magazine� of� St�
John’s� reports� on� some� of� the� fund�
raising� efforts� –� the� first� reference�
being�to�a�sale�of�work�at�Southolme,�
one� of� the� new�houses� in�Old�Lodge�
Lane.��By�1909,�there�was�the�prospect�
of�purchasing� a� site� in�Higher�Drive.��
A� grant� was� made� by� Southwark�
Diocese� and� the� South� London�
Church� Fund� and� a� committee� was�
formed�to�raise�the�balance.�

One� of� the� more� interesting� fund�
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raising�efforts�mentioned�in�the�parish�
magazine�was�described�as�follows�:�

‘Higher� Drive� Church� Fund:� A� Grey�
Parrot� (the� property� of� a� lady� who� died�
recently)�for�disposal�for�the�benefit�of�the�
above� fund.� � Particulars� can� be� obtained�
from�Mr�F�W�Blackall,�Woodcote,�Kenley,�
where� the� bird� can� be� seen.’����
Unfortunately� there� is� no� record� of�
how�much�was�raised�by�this�sale!�

In� November� 1910� there� was�
obviously� an� air� of� despondency�
among�the�fund�raisers�and�a�meeting�
was� held� at�Mrs� Ridley’s� house� near�
the� top� of� Burcott� Road� to� consider�
whether�it�was�worth�continuing�with�
the� scheme.� � The� Rector� felt� that� in�
spite� of� other� financial� demands� on�
the�parish�it�was�essential�to�continue�
as� there� was� no� way� in� which� the�

parish� church� or� the� new� mission�
church� at� Roke� (later� to� become� St�
James)�could�cope�with�the�increase�in�
the� population.� It� was� therefore�
resolved� to� sign� a� contract� for� the�
purchase� of� the� Higher� Drive� site,�
make� every� effort� to� raise� the�money�
still� required�and� in� the�meantime� to�
attempt�to�hire�a�building�for�use�as�a�
temporary� church.� � In� this� way� it�
would�be�possible�to�form�the�nucleus�
of�a�congregation�in�the�area.�

A� building� was� subsequently� rented�
up� a� track� off� Old� Lodge� Lane,� later�
known� as� 71A.� � � The� building� is� still�
there� and� is� now� Reedham� Park�
School,� several� extensions� having�
been�made�over�the�years.��It�had�once�
been�used� as� stables� and�was� owned�
by�Frederick�Betts,�a�landowner�in�the�
area.��There�is�a�tradition�that�the�first�
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service� was� held� in� this� temporary�
church� on�Christmas�Day� 1910,� but� I�
am�afraid�that�I�have�found�no�record�
whatsoever�of�such�a�service.� �It�does�
not� appear� in� the� new� Service�
Register� of� St� Barnabas� or� in� the�
Service�Register�of�St�John’s.�In�fact�at�
the� Coulsdon� PCC� meeting� on� 1st�
December� 1910� it� was� reported� that�
the� Higher� Drive� Church� Committee�
had� rented� a� building� off�Old� Lodge�
Lane,� which� the� landlord� was�
adapting� for� use� as� a� temporary�
church.��It�was�hoped�that�this�would�
be�ready�not� later� than�Sunday,�22nd�
January�and�that�the�Bishop�would�be�
able� to� attend� the� opening.� The�
church� accounts� show� that� the�
quarterly�rent�was�£7.�

In�fact�the�building�was�dedicated�by�
the� Archdeacon� of� Kingston,� George�
W�Daniell,� on�Saturday,� 21st� January�
1911� at� 3.30� pm� and� the� little� church�
was� full.� � The� clergy� entered� to� the�
words�of�Psalm�122�(‘I�was�glad�when�
they� said� unto� me� :�We� will� go� into�
the� house� of� the� Lord’).� The�
Archdeacon� preached� on� the� subject�
of� ‘Worship’� and� took� as� his� text�
‘Where� is�he� that� is� born�King�of� the�
Jews?�For�we�have�seen�his�star�in�the�
east,� and� are� come� to� worship�
him’� (Matthew� ii,2).� �A�message�was�
read� out� from� the� Bishop,� who� was�
unable�to�attend.�

St�John’s�parish�magazine�reports�that�
several� gifts� had� been� received,� for�

example� a� cross,� alms� dish,� electric�
lamps�and�a�hymn�board.��Mr�Bridson�
of� ‘Upmeads’,� Burcott� Road,� had�
stencilled� the� wall� behind� the� altar.��
There� is� no� explanation� in� the�
magazine� regarding� the� choice�of� the�
name�St�Barnabas�for�the�new�church.��
The�name�just�appears�in�the�January�
1911�issue.�

The� following� day,� there� were� 23�
communicants� at� the� 8� am� service.�
The� normal� pattern� of� services� for�
Sunday� was�Mattins� and� Address� at�
11.30� am,� Evensong� and� Sermon� at�
6.30� pm� with� an� 8� am� Communion�
every� two�weeks.� �Many� of� the� non�
eucharistic�services�were�taken�by�lay�
readers.�

Sadly,� at� Easter� 1911,� plans� for�
celebration� of� Holy� Communion� in�
Old�Lodge�Lane�had�to�be�abandoned�
because� the� Rector�was� coping� alone�
at� St� John’s� and� his� curate�was� at� St�
James.�

During� this� early� period� there� were�
many�donations�of� furnishings� to� the�
church,� reported� in� the� church�
accounts.� � For� example,� several�
people� gave� one� or� more� chairs.� � It�
was�not�until�March�1912�that�the�first�
baptism�took�place�at�St�Barnabas.��By�
this�time�the�little�church�had�its�own�
curate�in�charge,� John� Charles�
L’Estrange� Burges� who� must� have�
been� known� as� Charles� since� he�
always� signed� the� � Service� �Registers�
C� L’E� B.� �He� came� in�February�1912�
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and� was� a� curate� of� St� John’s,� but�
assigned� to� work� at� St� Barnabas.���
During� Lent� that� year� he� preached� a�
course� of� sermons� on� ‘The� Great�
Conflict’,� covering� topics� such� as�
obedience,� truthfulness,� envy� and�
love.�

The� numbers� were� impressive� for� a�
small� church.� � At� Easter� 1912� there�
were�63�communicants�at�7.30�am�and�
17� at� the� Holy� Eucharist� following�
Mattins.��There�was�now�a�Children’s�
Service� in� the� afternoon� and� on� this�
occasion�there�were�about�24�present.���
How� pleased� the� congregation� must�
have�been�to�have�their�own�curate.�

And�so� the� little� church� continued� to�

prosper� throughout� 1912� and�on� into�
1913.� �Finally,�on�5th�September�1913�
at� 7.45� am� the� first� sod� was� cut� at�
Higher� Drive� to� the� accompaniment�
of�Psalm�84� (‘O�how�amiable� are� thy�
dwellings� :� thou�Lord� of�Hosts’)� and�
Ezra�iii,�10�11,�which�commences�with�
the� words� ‘And� when� the� builders�
laid� the� foundation� of� the� temple� of�
the� Lord….’� � � Amazingly,� the�
completed� church� was� dedicated� 8�
weeks� later,� on� 1st� November� 1913.��
One� wonders� what� the� foundations�
were� like!� � However� the� building�
remained� in� use� as� our� church� until�
1932� and� served� as� church� hall� for�
another� 25� years� or� so� –� but� that� is�
another�story.�

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A� few� of� us� had� toured�with� Alan�
and� Pam� –� and� McCabe,� the� tour�
operators� –� before� but� we� were�
mostly� visiting� for� the� first� time.��
For�me,� there�was� something� quite�
eye�opening� –� despite� my� age,�
experience�and�‘sophistication’�I�still�
found� it� amazing� that� we� were�
visiting� places� of� antiquity� �� from�
the� first� few� pages� of� my� school�
bible!� � Jericho,� Jerusalem,� Tiberius,�
Galilee� were� all� real� places.� � Why�
was� it,� I� wondered,� that� all� Great�
Britain’s� Roman� place� names� had�
changed�while� those� in� Holy� Land�
had� survived� for� 2,000� years� –�
intact?�

Pam� and�Alan� had� invited� friends,�
as� well� as� church�goers� from�
parishes� near� their� home� in�
B e t h e r s d e n , � w h e r e � A l a n�
occasionally�preaches.��It�seems�that�
he�hasn’t�really�retired�after�all.�

There� is� not� the� space� here� in�
Ichthus� to� cover� all� the� sacred� sites�
we� visited� and� recount� all� the�
incredible� depth� of� detail� our�
encyclopaedic� guide� David,� a�
Coptic�Christian,�provided.� � So� this�

whistle�stop� tour� will� have� to�
suffice.�

In� a� few� weeks� Alan� is� hoping� to�
publish�a�day�by�day�booklet�of�the�
pilgrimage� that,� I� am� sure,� will� be�
available� to� St� B� parishioners� who�
are�interested.�

David’s� rich� commentary� never�
ceased� to� amaze� us.� � On� the� drive�
from�Tel�Aviv’s�Ben�Gurion�airport�
he� pointed� out� the� extraordinary�
home�made� rustic� chalets� some�
residents� had� built� for� the� Jewish�
Festival� of� the� Tabernacle.� � Even�
residents� of� high�rise� apartments�
were� in�on� the�act,� converting� their�
balconies� to�what� looked� like�rustic�
beach�shelters.�

This�was�for�the�festival�of�Sukkot�–�
harking� back� to� the� time�when� the�
Jews� lived� in� temporary� shelters� in�
the� desert� after� their� escape� from�
slavery�in�Egypt.�

We� were� also� perplexed� by� the�
occasional� uneaten� sandwich� we�
spotted� balanced� on� walls,� or�
wedged� in� roadside� railings.� � They�
were� gifts,� offerings,� David� told� us�

Holy�Land�pilgrimage�part�one�

W e�were�a�mixed�bunch�–�Canon�Alan�Wait’s�pilgrims���but�all� of� us�wanted� to� experience� the�Holy�Land� and� return�
with�a�better�understanding�of�Christ’s�mission�and�with�

our�faith�enriched.�
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also� for� Sukkot,� which� also�
embraces�a�Jewish�Harvest�Festival.�

Our�first�day�began�at�the�Mount�of�
Olives,� for�a�panoramic�view�of� the�
walled� city.� But� what� was� striking�
to� me,� at� least,� was� Jerusalem’s�
even,� ‘magnolia’,� colour� –� virtually�
no�green,�no� colour,�apart� from� the�
golden� dome� of� the� Rock.� � There�
were� no� olive� trees,� either� –� David�
blamed� the� Turks� for� cutting� them�
down�in�the�19th�century!�

We� visited� the� Church� of� All�
Nations� in� the� Garden� of�
Gethsemane� –� extraordinary�
collection� of� prayers� in� varied�
tongues� including� some� American�
Indian�tongues.�

We� dined� at� the� Sisters� of� Sion�
convent� and� went� on� to� view� an�
outdoor� scale�model�of� Jerusalem�–�
again,� all� in� even�coloured�
limestone.�

Next� day,� Wednesday,� we� entered�
walled� Jerusalem� through� ‘Dung�

Gate’� –� so� called� because� this� was�
where� all� the� sewage� from� the�
ancient� town� was� hurled!� � We�
walked� up� to� Temple� Mount� to�
view� the� magnificent� El� Aqsa�
Mosque,� but� weren’t� allowed� in.��
Shame.��As�is�the�case�at�many�holy�
sites� shared�with� Islam� there�was�a�
fairly� heavy,� armed,� military�
presence.�

On� Thursday,� we� walked� the�
‘official’� Via� Dolorosa,� supposedly�
the� route� taken� by� Christ� as� he�
struggled� towards� his� crucifixion.���
But,� he� wouldn’t� have� carried� the�
whole�cross,�David� told�us,� just� the�
cross�beam.� � This� was� the� Roman�
custom.��We�stopped�at�the�Stations�
o f � t h e � C r o s s � f o r � s om e�
enlightenment,� but� the� route� was�
through� a� souk� with� some� truly�
awful�offerings,�including�the�three�
dimensional� ‘winking� Jesus’� that�
previous� St� Barnabas� pilgrims� had�
warned�us�about.���
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Our�route�took�us�to�the�most�holy�of�
Jerusalem’s� Christian� sites� –� the�
Church� of� the� Holy� Sepulchre�
(pictured,� above),� built� on� the� site� of�
Christ’s� crucifixion.� � As� David�
explained� the� existing� is� mostly�
Orthodox�and�very�flashy.� � It� is�also�
venerated�as�the�site�of�Christ’s�tomb�
and� shared� by� six� denominations,�
Roman� Catholic,� Greek� Orthodox,�
Armenian� Orthodox, � Syrian�
Orthodox,� Coptic� Orthodox,� and�
Ethiopian�Orthodox.�Phew!�

We� were� privileged� to� sing� in� St�
Anne’s,�a�Roman�Catholic�Church�at�
the� start� of� the�Via�Dolorosa,� in� the�
Muslim� Quarter� of� the� old� city� of�
Jerusalem,� built� between� 1131� and�

1138.� �Pam�told�us� that� the�church’s�
acoustics� were� ‘amazing’� and� she�
was� right� –� it� was� an� extraordinary�
experience� to� hear� our� singing�
coming�right�back�at�us!�

We� ended� the� day� at� the� ‘Garden�
Tomb’� –� a� site� outside� the� existing�
city�walls�which�General�Gordon�(of�
Khartoum�fame,�in�the�19th�Century)�
thought� was� the� actual� site� of�
Christ’s� tomb.� � It� was� a� slightly�
unsettling�visit,� as�we�were� lectured�
by�a�posh�devotee�of�Gen�Gordon’s,�
who�left�us�with�the�impression�that�
we�were�pretty�thick�when�it�came�to�
our�Biblical�knowledge!�

Our�visit� to� the�Dead�Sea�was� just�a�
break� the� next� day,� Friday,� and�we�
were� grateful� for� its� relatively� cool�
waters,� after� the�blazing�heat�of�our�
earlier� visit� to� Masada,� site� of� the�
Jew’s� last�military� stand� against� the�
Romans.� � We� could� still� see� the�
outline� of� one� of� the� forts� the�
Romans� build� around� the� hill�top�
fort� for� the� siege.� � David� explained�
the�complex�plumbing�arrangements�
to�supply�fresh�water�–�an�aqueduct�
supplied�giant�cisterns�cut�out�of�the�
rock� and� then� water� had� to� be�
carried�up�to�the�summit!�
