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Oh�dear,�not�that�age�old�question�again?�

Last�month�I�was�forced�to�contemplate�that�age�old�question�–�what�is�
the� difference� between� what� I� want,� and� what� I� need?� � The� variance�
between�these�two�‘tantalising’�options�is�both�clear,�and�yet�exceedingly�
subtle.��Jesus’�pastoral�words�as�recorded�in�Matthew’s�Gospel�(chapter�6)�
encouraging�us� to�not�worry�about�wanting� ‘things’� in� life�because�our�
Father�already�knows�we� ‘need’� them,�speaks�directly� into� this�age�old�
question� with� the� answer� perhaps� not� being� found� in� the� difference�
between�‘want’�and�‘need’,�but�rather�in�direction,�in�priorities,�in�seeking�
the�things�that�are� ‘above’�first,�with�the�ramification�that�the�things�on�
earth�get�better,�or�at�least�our�perspective�relating�to�the�things�on�earth�
broadens�eternally,�giving�us�peace.�

But�what�caused� this� internal�debate�within�me?� �As�some�of�you�may�
know�I’m�a�very� techie�person�–� if� it�has�a�button�on� it� I�will�probably�
love� it,� in� fact� the� only� thing� that� stops�me� from� buying� all� the� latest�
techie�stuff�is�money�(conceivably�a�good�thing?).��I�immensely�enjoy�being�
creative�on�my�computer,�I�delight�in�being�able�to�access�the�world�via�
the� internet,� I� rejoice� in� being� able� to� keep� up� to� date� with� the� latest�
theological�books�at�the�click�of�a�mouse,�and�I�value�highly�the�ability�to�
stay�in�touch�with�people,�who�if�it�wasn’t�for�the�internet,�I�would�have�
undoubtedly�lost�contact�with�years�ago.�So�you�can�imagine�my�horror�
when�recently�I�forgot�the�password�to�my�Facebook�account!��What�on�
earth�was�a�Priest�to�do?��My�habitual�weekly�glance�(I�limit�myself�to�once�
a� week)� at� the� coming� and� goings� of� my� friends� sometimes� located� in�
distant� corners� of� the� map� had� been� rudely� halted� with� disastrous�
consequences�–�or�at�least�they�seemed�disastrous�to�me.��At�this�point�I�
began� to� hear� the�words� of� Jesus� in�Matt� 6� calling�me� to� reflect� upon�
what�I�want�in�life,�and�what�I�need.�

A� classic� Christian� response� to� this� question� tends� to� lean� towards�
promoting�a�life�of�asceticism�in�which�an�individual�decides�to�live�a�life�
unencumbered�by�possessions�in�order�to�be�free�to�seek�God�first.��The�
desert� fathers� are� exemplary� witnesses� to� this� style� of� life� with�
individuals�such�as�Anthony�The�Great�leading�the�way.�
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However,� we� must� remember� that� we�
have� a� God� who� delights� in� being�
generous,�who�as�witnessed�through,�and�
in� the� life�of,� Jesus,�wants�us�not�only� to�
learn� the� difference� between� want� and�
need,�but� to� then�realise� that�once� learnt,�
the� depths� of� spiritual� treasure� available�
to� us,� according� to� God’s� generosity,� is�
limitless.��A�generosity�that�begins�now.�

The� desert� fathers� actively� sought� the�
meaning�of�want,� and�need.� �For� them� it�
meant� giving� up� one� type� of� life� to� take�
up�another,�but�most�importantly�the�new�
life� they�took�up�was�a� life�of�abundance.��

They�didn’t�give�up�their�old�lives�to�be�left�in�a�void,�they�gave�up�their�
old�lives�for�better�ones.�

So�where�does�that�leave�us?��I�would�suggest�it�leaves�us�with�the�clarity�
of� knowing� that� the� answer� is� perhaps� not� found� in� the� difference�
between�want�and�need,�but�rather�is�found�in�simply�making�sure�our�
lives�are�constantly�focusing�on�seeking�God’s�Kingdom�first.����

I�will�endeavour� to� find�ways�of�remembering�my�Facebook�password,�
but�as� I�do� I�will�pray�and�work�hard� to�make� sure� I’m�seeking�God’s�
kingdom� first� as� the� context� in� which� I� live.� � How� good� I� am� at� this�
remains� to� be� seen,� thank� God� for� His� forgiveness� as� I� often� find� the�
typical� distractions� in� life� –� distracting!� � Amongst� all� of� this,� the� one�
thing�I�do�absolutely�know,�is�that�whenever�I�have�touched�upon�a�life�
seeking� God’s� Kingdom� first,� those� are� the� primary� moments� when� I�
have� experienced�God’s� peace� invading�my� heart:� the� peace� that� goes�
beyond�human�understanding.����

I’ll�keep�praying�for�you,�and�please�do�keep�praying�for�me�(where�did�I�
put�that�bar�of�chocolate?)�

Revd�Chris�was�impressed�with�the�breadth,�depth�and�enthusiasm�of�
all� St�B�worshippers,� friends�and� supporters�who�made� sure� the�day�
was� a� success� and� I� am� sure� he� was� well� pleased� with� the� terrific�
support�from�our�All�Saints�Kenley�members�who�turned�out�in�their�
dozens.��Special�mention�must�be�made�of�ASK�Church�Warden�Claire�
Kellaway� who� endured,� with� great� good� spirit,� being� the� butt� of�
Robin’s�banana�act.�

As� Revd�Chris� noted,� the� St� B� support� for� the� fair,� the� ‘engine’� that�
makes�it�happen,�came�from�a�very�broad�base.��Just�look�at�the�list�of�
stalls� and� acts� –� flowers� and� produce,� Caribbean� kitchen� barbecue,�
Pimms� and� Pints,� Tombola,� Enamelling,� home�made� cakes,� Hook� a�
Duck,� crockery�smashing,� aromatherapy,� Eco� Competition,� a� brand�
new�purpose�made�‘Splat�a�Rat’�…�the�list�is�too�long�to�include�here.�
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Terrific� support,� too,� from� St� B’s� Brownies,� Cubs� and� Guides� who�
organised�activities�as�well�as�Diddi�Dance�who�put�on�an�entertaining�
show.��

We� also� had� great� backing� from�Purley� businesses,�who,� despite� the�
recession,�dug�deep�to�donate�prizes�for�the�raffle.��Particular�mention�
must�go�to�our�restaurants�and�pubs�who�donated�great�meal�prizes�–�
Big� Mike’s,� the� Jolly� Farmers,� Mamma� Mia� and� Zorna’s� Spices.��
Purley’s� premier� builders� merchants,� Youngs,� were� particularly�
generous,�donating�two�valuable�toolkits.�

The� detailed� analysis� (available� at� the� back� of� the� church)� shows� an�
overall� profit� of� £1,800� (£1,801,� actually� –� the� £1� could� make� all� the�
difference�according�to�Treasurer�Roy)�which�will�be�used�for�the�work�
of�the�church.� �It’s�a�figure�on�a�par�with�last�year,�which�shows�how�
attendances�held�up�…�and�that�rain�definitely�DIDN’T�stop�play.�

The� cakes,� café� and� home�made� produce� stall� proved� the� most�
profitable,�returning�£291�to�the�grand�total.��This�was�followed�by�the�
adult� tombola� (£264)� and� the� ever�popular� Saysell’s� barbecue� (£205).��
Determined� to� make� every� penny� count� Sarah� was� spotted� selling�
surplus� bread� rolls� to� all�comers� after� all� the� cooked� food� had� been�
polished�off.�

Fairgoers�seemed�to�come�from�all�over�Croydon�and,�as�I�said,�were�
not�deterred�by�the�rain.��The�difference�seemed�to�be�that�people�were�
arriving�and�leaving�in�a�steady�churn�throughout�the�day,�rather�than�
all�arriving�en�masse�at�the�start�and�leaving�some�way�before�the�end.��
At� least� it� made� the� mechanics� of� running� the� show� for� Organiser�
Steve�Bishop�and�his�loyal�band�of�helpers�a�little�more�manageable.�

So�many�people�helped�make�the�day�a�success,� in�so�many�different�
ways,� it� seems� unfair� to� single� anyone� out� for� special� mention,� but�
thanks�to�everyone�who�braved�the�damp�and�chill���and�set�their�faces�
against� the�attractions�of� the� tennis�at�Queen’s� �� to�stay�and�clear�up.��

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HISTORY IN THE MAKING 

A n�historic�meeting� took�place� on�Monday�20th� June�2011�when�the� PCC� met� to� discuss� the� first� draft� of� the� proposal� on� the�
union�of�the�benefice�of�All�Saints,�Kenley�and�the�benefice�of�St�
Barnabas,�Purley.���

This� issue�was,� of� course,� raised� from� time� to� time� under� Revd�Roger�
Hagon’s�leadership�although�no�formal�plans�or�agreements�were�made�
to�further�this�aim.��The�Diocese�have�expressed�a�firm�view�that�after�10�
years� of� discussion� this� issue� should� be� dealt� with.� � The� Revd� Chris�
Thomson� has� been� charged� by� us� and� the� Archdeacon� of� Croydon� to�
ensure�that�this�proposal�reaches�a�conclusion.�This�task�was�an�agreed�
action�in�the�job�description�when�the�advertisements�were�issued�for�a�
new�incumbent�last�year.�

Chris� wishes� (and� I� am� sure� we� all� agree)� to� make� pastoral� care� his�
primary�concern.�To�help�him� lay� the� foundations� for� future�plans�and�
administration�he�has�made�a�plea�that�full�consultation�takes�place�and�
the�proposal�is�dealt�with�as�soon�as�possible.�

Each�member�of�the�PCC�has�been�given�a�copy�of�the�draft�proposal�and�
as�your� representative�will�be�sounding�you�out�on�your�views�on� this�
pastoral� measure� in� order� that� they� can� feed� your� opinions� into� the�
discussion.�

The�proposed�arrangements�are�fairly�simple:�

The� two�parishes�will� remain�distinct�with� each�parish�having� its� own�
church.� �There� is� no� suggestion�that�we�have�one�parish�with�churches�
on�two�sites.��If�the�St�Barnabas�congregation�should�grow�hugely�under�
the� guidance� of� our� new� Priest� then� we� could� seek� to� disengage�
ourselves�from�this�status;�

Revd�Chris�will�become�the�first�incumbent�of�the�new�benefice�and�will�
be�the�first�Vicar�for�both�parishes�rather�than�Priest�in�Charge�–�this�has�
some� personal� implications� for� him� and� future� incumbents� but� the�
immediate� effect� on�us�does� not� appear� to� be� significant.� �He�will� still�
live�at�3�Valley�Road�but�this�residence�will�be�the�vicarage�for�both;�
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Clearly� one� benefice� can’t� have� two� vicarages.� � Under� this� draft�
agreement�our�old�vicarage�at�84�Higher�Drive�would�officially�go� into�
the�Diocesan�Portfolio�of�Property.��The�historical�and�legal�status�of�the�
St� Barnabas� vicarage� is� still� under� discussion� and� a� meeting� with� the�
Diocese� is�planned.� � �We�will� report�back�on�this� important� issue�soon.��
After� initial�discussion�we�believe� that� it� is�extremely�unlikely� that� this�
building� could� or� should� be� retained� for� any� future� curate� primarily�
because�of�the�size.��Other�arrangements�will�need�to�be�made.��It�is�the�
residence�of�the�Archdeacon�of�Reigate�for�the�foreseeable�future.�

Timetable�

The�timetable�is�also�equally�simple.�

The�PCC�plan�to�meet�as�normal�on�18th�July�to�discuss�general�issues.�

It� is� proposed� that� there� is� a� joint�PCC�Meeting� on� 26th� July� here� at� St�
Barnabas� when� all� members� of� the� PCC� should� come� prepared� to�
express�the�views�of�the�people�they�represent�on�the�above�issues.�

It� is� likely� that� an� open� meeting� for� both� benefices� will� be� held� in�
September�to�conclude�this�matter.�

M any� of� the� congregation� read� about� St� Barnabas� working�towards� an� Eco�congregation� award� at� the� fair.� I� am�
summarising�that�information�here�as�a�reminder�or�in�case�
you�missed�it!�

At� the� end�of� last� year,� St�Barnabas�PCC�
gave� the� go�ahead� for� Saint� Barnabas� to�
work� towards� an� ‘Eco�Congregation�
Award’.� The� Award� is� designed� to�
encourage� churches� to� consider�
environmental� issues� within� a� Christian�
context� and�help� churches�witness� to� the�
importance�of� caring� for�God’s� creation.�The�Eco�Congregation� scheme�
started� in�September�2000�and� there�are�currently�over�200�churches� in�
Britain�and�Ireland�which�have�won�the�award.�

The� award� is� divided� into� 13� modules,� each� of� which� contains� case�
studies� of� good� practice� and� plenty� of� ideas� for� activities� and� actions.�
The� first� step�was� to� complete� a� church� check� up,� looking� at�what� the�
church�already�does�and�which�areas�it�needs�to�improve�upon�(Module�
1).�The�good�news�is�there�were�many�good�things�we�are�already�doing,�
but� there� is� plenty� for� us� to� work� on.� The� modules� will� need� to� be�
worked�through�by�those�in�a�position�to�do�so.�We�are�planning�to�do�
this� in� stages,� working� through� the� modules� one� or� two� at� a� time.� If�
however,�you�think�a�module�might�be�applicable�to�you�or�your�group�
and�want�to�get�cracking,�please�let�Liz�know�and�she�will�give�you�the�
appropriate�booklet�with�more�information.�They�are�as�follows:��

2� ��Greening�worship:�designed�for�worship�groups�and�worship�
leaders.�

3���Theology�and�Environment:�green�theological�perspectives�for�
theological�discussion�groups�and�sermons.�

4� ��Children� and�Creation�Care:� ideas�and�activities� to� introduce�
ecology� and� creation� care� in� children�s� work� or� clubs� in� church,�
with�uniformed�organisations�and�schools.�
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 5� ��Young�People�and�Environmental� issues:� Ideas�and�activities�
to�introduce�environmental�issues/�creation�care�to�youth�groups.��

6� ��Resources� for� small�groups:�An�address�and�two�sets�of�Bible�
studies� for� House� Groups� who� want� to� look� at� Christianity,�
environment�and�ecology.�

7���Greening�the�church�building:�Guidelines�on�caring�for�church�
premises.�

8���Greening�church�spending:�Management�of�financial,�catering�
and� purchasing� matters� for� finance/fabric� committees,� with�
creation�care�and�environment�in�mind.�

9���Churchyard�conservation:�Practical�ideas�and�advice�to�care�for�
church�grounds�and�land.�

10���Lifestyle�Issues:�Green�Choices���Information�and�suggestions�
to�green�personal�lifestyles�for�the�person�in�the�pew.�

11� �� Community� Matters:� Ideas� to� help� churches� introduce�
environmental� issues� into� their�work�with,� through� and� for� their�
local�community.�

12� �� Global� neighbours:� Sources� and� resources� to� help� churches�
think�globally�and�act�locally.�
