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PARISH LETER FROM REV. CHRIS

‘Jesus answered, it is written: Humanity does not live on bread alone,
but on every word that comes from the mouth of God” Matt 4:4.

As Christians we all know that there are some principle elements to our
spiritual diet that need to be attended to all the time. As a Christian I have
been reminded of this a thousand times, and I'm sure you all have too.
These principle elements are akin to the three Rs proclaimed within the
context of education, with crucially their existence and purpose being to act
as foundational building blocks upon which everything can be constructed
with sure belief that such foundations will be sturdy and enduring. The
same hope is found from attending to the principle elements in our spiritual
diet — these elements consisting of prayer, reading (in particular the Bible),
evangelism, fellowship, and worship. However, the consistency of these
reminders has on occasion induced feelings of guilt as they can act as
indicators of perhaps what we are not doing, and the consistency of these
reminders has on occasion reduced their impact. I have felt the sting and
dullness as a reaction in my heart to such announcements in years past
pertaining to the prerequisite need for these principle elements to be evident
in my life.

Conversely I have also experienced the joyous reaction in my heart when I
have made the effort to sustain periods of spiritual banqueting upon the
principle spiritual elements, and have found myself enjoying an interior
conversation with my soul with the main point being, why don’t I do this all
the time? Why don’t I feed myself all the time? I am only needlessly
denying myself if I don’t. It is to my benefit if I do.

My brothers and sisters we all need to encourage each
other to banquet upon the Word of God and we have a
forthcoming avenue through which to do so. On
November the 16", 7:30pm at St Barnabas Church we
are commencing an Alpha Course. It will run every
Wednesday, for about 11 weeks. I invite you to attend,
but also crucially to invite at least one other person

MORE MINISTERS

he number of church ministers has increased by 4% in the UK

between 2005 and 2010 and if these trends continue could grow

again by another 3% between 2010 and 2015. In 2010 there
were 37,000 ministers spread across 51,000 congregations.

The number has increased because of the growth in membership of
the Pentecostal and New Churches, Fresh Expressions and the
Orthodox, and a growing number of churches in each of these
groups. It is quite logical that an increasing number of worship
centres requires an increasing number of leaders. However, the
increasing number of leaders in New Churches, Fresh Expressions
and Orthodox is relatively small (collectively up by 19% between
2005 and 2010). The real increase is seen in the huge number of
new Pentecostal leaders (up 39% in the same period).

Not all the Pentecostal leaders are full-time. Many have a day-time
job while acting as a church leader in a part-time volunteer
capacity. Because that dual role requires much energy, many of the
Pentecostal leaders are in their 30s and 40s, often making the
clergy younger than their congregations.

In the Church of England too, the average age of a congregation is
often greater than the age of the Vicar. This information comes
from the new listing of churches by denomination in the book UK
Church Statistics 2005-2015.

Over the whole of the UK, one minister in 6 is female (17%). While
the Church of England has more women priests than on average
(21%), it is not the denomination with the highest percentage.

Methodists have 40% women ministers, the Salvation Army 51%
and the United Reformed Church (URC) 58%.

ST LUKE THE EVANGELIST - 18TH OCTOBER

o St Luke, a first century Gentile, we owe the beautifully

written Gospel of Luke, and the Book of Acts. He was a Greek

physician, a disciple of St Paul, a companion on some of his
missionary journeys, and an inspired writer.

Luke’s gospel focuses on the compassion of Christ. His gospel contains
some of the most moving parables, such as the Good Samaritan and
Prodigal Son. This, with his emphasis on poverty, prayer and purity of
heart, make up much of his appeal to the Gentles, for whom he wrote.

Women figure more prominently in
Luke’s gospel than any other: look out for
the extended story of the Virgin Birth, and
stories of = Mary, Elizabeth, and the
woman who was a sinner.

In Acts, Luke is remarkably good as
linking sacred and profane history, as
subsequent archaeology has shown. A
principal theme of his Acts is how the
early Christians moved away from
Jerusalem into the pagan world, and
especially on to Rome.

Luke is the patron saint of doctors, surgeons and artists (due to his
picturesque style of writing). His symbol is an ox, sometimes explained
by reference to the sacrifice in the Temple at the beginning of his Gospel.
In England 28 ancient churches were dedicated to him.

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BARNABAS HELPING 75,000 CHRISTIANS IN DROUGHT-
STRICKEN EAST AFRICA

arnabas Fund is now providing emergency food aid to around

75,000 Christians affected by the drought that has devastated the

Horn of Africa and other parts of East Africa, from Kenya to
Ethiopia, Uganda, Sudan and Tanzania.

In the Dadaab refugee camps in Kenya, Barnabas Fund is helping around
600 Christian families of Ethiopian, Congolese, Sudanese and Burundian
backgrounds who were receiving insufficient rations. Christians are a
minority in the camps, so they tend to be neglected in the distribution of
resources. While many Muslim refugees gained additional support from
Muslim NGOs, these Christian families “felt truly forgotten in their

plight”, says Omondi, one starving Christian.

In Sudan, Barnabas Fund is helping more than 500 families in displaced
person camps in South Kordofan, while in Ethiopia, food baskets are
being distributed for 1,000 children. The Fund is providing grain to 520
church leaders in Tanzania so that they can continue serving their
churches without having to leave in search of food, as well as 700
individual Christians in the worst-affected areas.

The Food and Agriculture Organisation of the United Nations has
warned that the food crisis is “escalating”, with 12 million people now
requiring emergency assistance. The forecasts for the rest of 2011 in the
worst affected areas were described as “worrisome” by the World Food
Programme (WFP).

The price of food varies from place to place but on average it costs
around 25 pence a day (38 AUS cents; 47 NZ cents; 40 US cents; 28 EUR
cents) to feed a hungry East African Christian through Barnabas Fund. If
you would like to help, please send your donation to the Barnabas Fund.

and had been feeding her
family nothing but leaves for
four days when a parcel of beans, flour and salt — enough for a month —
arrived. , Isaac Anguyo, executive director of a ministry team that is
distributing food packages to 2,844 Christians in the area, said: Some
people responded with tears of joy as they received their share of food. [They]
said, "The Good Lord has seen us. The food has come from God himself.”

In East Pokot, Kenya, people were resorting to eating poisonous wild
fruits, which are boiled for ten to twelve hours with the water drained
several times to reduce the toxins. But now 2,200 Christian families are
receiving supplies of maize, beans, cooking oil, milk powder and salt for
five months.

The Most Rev. Dr Eliud Wabukala, Archbishop of Kenya, said: “We are
very pleased for the continued support from Barnabas Fund especially in
those areas that are worst hit by famine.”
