As�we�zoom� into�2012�with�what�seems� like�our� fingers�already� firmly�
placed�on�the�fast�forward�button,�I�reflect�upon�the�success�of�our�Alpha�
Course� in� terms� of� the�wonderful�way� so�many�people� have� regularly�
gathered�on�Wednesday�evenings�to�explore�Christianity�hungrily�(and�
the� truly� amazing� food� supplied� by� our� social� committees).� � I� reflect�
upon� this� with� delight� as� I� think� about� the� power� of� the� Holy� Spirit�
enthusing� so� many� people� to� venture� out� on� what� were� occasionally�
some�pretty�cold�and�miserable�evenings.���

And�from�this�my�thoughts�move�to�consider,�‘where�to�go�next?’��Bible�

Tens of thousands respond to 
invitations to Back to Church Sunday 

Congregations increased by nearly a quarter at more than 
4,200 churches on Back to Church Sunday on 25th September 
2011 - an average of 19 extra people per church. 

Overall, 18 per cent of participating churches reported that 
nearly 14,000 extra people attended church on Back to Church 
Sunday 2011 in Great Britain; over 10,000 of these attended 
Church of England churches. Based on these numbers it could 
be estimated that: 

�� An extra 77,000 people attended church on Back to 
Church Sunday 2011 (over 58,000 in the Church of 
England)

�� Since the first Back to Church Sunday in 2004, nearly 
230,000 people have come back to church. 

The Bishop of Hertford, the Rt Revd Paul Bayes, says "We know 
that three million people in England say they'd come back to 
church if they had an invitation, and I encourage even more 
churches to register in 2012. It's a simple initiative that really 
does work." 

This year, Back to Church Sunday is on 30th September.

T he�other�day�someone�asked�me�how�long�it�will�take�to�complete�
our� Eco�congregation� award.� It� was� a� good� question,� and� the�
answer�is�twofold.��It�may�take�us�around�two�years�if�we�keep�

momentum�up,�but�it�made�me�think�about�it�a�little�and�I�realised�that�if�
we�re� doing� it� correctly,�we�will�never� really� �finish�� it,� as� all� the� little�
changes� we� make� in� our� doing� and� our� thinking� will� continue� and�
increase�over�time.��

When� I� first� became� involved� in� the� environmental� movement,� I� was�
told�that�it�s�a�journey�and�the�more�you�find�out,�the�more�you�want�to�
do.�That�s�definitely�true�and�I�am�doing�things�now,�I�never�dreamed�of�
a� few�years� ago,� for� example�going� ski�ing�by� train� (I�m�doing� it� again�
this� year� –� Switzerland� this� time!).� I�m� sure�many� of� you� didn�t� think�
you�d� be� carefully� saving� your� chicken� bones� for� the� council� to� take�
away�either!�

As�we�become�an�Eco�congregation�it�is�up�to�us�to�make�little�changes,�
make� them� a� way� of� life,� and� look� for� the� next� thing� we� can� do� to�
preserve�a�beautiful�planet�for�our�children�and�grandchildren.�I�cannot�
bear� now� to� throw� anything� away� that� can� be� recycled,� as� I� have� an�
image� of� Hannah� and� Zoë�s� children� giving� me� a� mean� look,� saying�
“Don�t�throw�that�away,�Grandma�–�what�about�us”!���Things�made�with�
oil,�like�plastic,�I�am�sure�everybody�knows�are�in�limited�supply�as�oil�is�
starting�to�decline.��

Even�for�things�we�have�plenty�of,�recycling�is�a�better�option.�I�just�did�a�
quick�Google�search�on�aluminium,�as�I�found�myself�fishing�the�mince�
pie�foils�out�of�the�bin�at�the�Explorer�Scout�Christmas�party�(they�think�
I�m�mad�anyway!).�Here�s�an�interesting�fact�for�you�–�aluminium�is�the�
third� most� abundant� element� in� the� earth�s� crust� after� oxygen� and�
silicone.� So�why� recycle� it?� I� discovered� to�make� just� 1� kg� of� it,� takes�
15KwH�(that�s�15�electric�fires�running�for�1�hour)�and�mining�it�releases�
poisonous� fluorine� into� the� atmosphere� causing� problems� for� humans�
and� animals� living� nearby.� It�s� one� of� the� easiest� substances� to� recycle�
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apparently� as� it� remains� strong� and� shiny� almost� forever� and� is� far�
cheaper�to�reuse�than�make�new.�

There� are� two� points� here� then� –� we�
must�recycle�as�much�as�we�can,�but�we�
should� also� choose� to� buy� recycled�
goods,�to�promote�the�market�for�those�
goods.� (Haven�t� seen� recycled� foil� in�
Tescos,�but�it�s�widely�available�online).�
As� I� have� yet� to� make� a� New� Year�s�
resolution� this� year,� I� will� make� a�
belated�one�now.� I�ll�provide�a�box� for�

aluminium�in�the�church�foyer,�that�I�will�take�down�to�the�tip�when�full�
–�and�if�you�don�t�yet�recycle�your�aluminium�foil,�there�s�an�easy�New�
Year�s�resolution�for�you�too!�

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ASH WEDNESDAY (22 FEBRUARY) 

Lent� begins� with� Ash� Wednesday.� � But� why� �Ash��
Wednesday?� � The� reason� has� to� do� with� getting� things�
right� between�you�and�God,� and� the� tradition� goes� right�
back�to�the�Old�Testament.�

In� the� Old� Testament,� the� Israelites� often� sinned.� � When� they� finally�
came� to� their� senses,� and� saw� their� evil� ways� as� God� saw� them,� they�
could�do�nothing�but�repent�in�sorrow.���They�mourned�for�the�damage�
and�evil� they�had�done.� �As�part�of� this� repentance,� they�covered� their�
heads�with� ashes.� � For� the� Israelites,� putting� ashes� on� your� head,� and�
even� rending� your� clothes,� was� an� outward� sign� of� their� heart�felt�
repentance� and� acknowledgement� of� sin.� � (See�Genesis� 18:27;� 2� Samuel�
13:19;�Job�2:8,�30:19;�Isaiah�58:5;�Jeremiah�6:26;�Jonah�3:6)�

In� the� very� early� Christian� Church,� the� yearly� �class�� of� penitents� had�
ashes�sprinkled�over�them�at�the�beginning�of�Lent.�They�were�turning�to�
God� for� the� first� time,�and�mourning� their� sins.� � �But� soon�many�other�
Christians�wanted� to� take�part� in� the� custom,� and� to�do� so� at� the�very�
start�of�Lent.� �They�heeded�Joel�s�call� to� �rend�your�hearts�and�not�your�
garments�� (Joel� 2:12�19).� � Ash�Wednesday� became� known� as� either� the�
�beginning�of�the�fast��or�‘the�day�of�the�ashes’.�

The� collect� for� today� goes� back� to� the� Prayer� Book,� and� stresses� the�
penitential� character� of� the�day.� It� encourages�us�with� the� reminder� of�
the�readiness�of�God�to�forgive�us�and�to�renew�us.���

The�Bible� readings� for� today� are� often� Joel�2:1�2,�12�–�18,� �Matthew�6:�1�
6,16�–�21� and�Paul’s�moving� catalogue�of� suffering,� �as�having�nothing�
and�yet�possessing�everything.��(2�Corinthians�5:20b���6:10)�

The�actual�custom�of� �ashing��was�abolished�at�the�Reformation,�though�
the�old�name� for� the�day� remained.� �Today,� throughout� the�Church�of�
England,� receiving� the� mark� of� ashes� on� one’s� forehead� is�
optional.���Certainly�the�mark�of�ashes�on�the�forehead�reminds�people�of�
their� mortality:� � � �Remember� that� you� are� dust� and� to� dust� you� will�
return...���(Genesis�3:19)�
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The� late� medieval� custom� was� to� burn� the� branches� used� on� Palm�
Sunday�in�the�previous�year�in�order�to�create�the�ashes�for�today.���

The�Collect�for�Ash�Wednesday�is:�

Almighty�and�everlasting�God,��
You�hate�nothing�that�you�have�made�
And�forgive�the�sins�of�all�those�who�are�penitent:�
Create�and�make�in�us�new�and�contrite�hearts�
That�we,�worthily�lamenting�our�sins�
And�acknowledging�our�wretchedness,�
May�receive�from�you,�the�God�of�all�mercy,�
Perfect�remission�and�forgiveness;�
Through�Jesus�Christ�your�Son�our�Lord,�
Who�is�alive�and�reigns�with�you,�
In�the�unity�of�the�Holy�Spirit,�
One�God,�now�and�for�ever.��
