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Old meets new as St Barnabas turns 50

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length and breadth of the country.
But the churchwardens Tim Kidd
and Carol Walsh had done their
work well and the church was
packed - the additional seats
under the windows were all
needed. With space for 160 in
pews and a similar number in the
additional seating, attendance
was about 300 strong.

The congregation included the
Rev Roger Hagon’'s immediate
predecessor Canon Alan Wait and
his wife Pam, recently ‘retired’
Assistant Priest Yvonne Davis as
well as Priest-in-charge from the
1970’s - the Rev Graham Lynch-
Watson.

Past worshippers who returned to
celebrate the anniversary
included former choir member
Dianne Churchill who travelled
down from Derbyshire and Helen
and Richard Fearnley who took
the train from Manchester.
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
