As we give
thanks for personal and institutional milestones on our journey through life, we
look back in gratitude, look around us in disbelief, and look ahead with a mixture
of caution and trust.

Looking back in gratitude prompts me to suggest that we spend some time this
year remembering where we’ve come from. And 50 years ago St. Barnabas clearly
came from its present day church hall. The fact that we needed a new and bigger
church must have been cause for great celebration; our Church community was
growing and settling down after the turbulent war years and austere post-war
years. What a day it must have been when the foundation stone was laid — a true
sign of a great future.

Within the Church we have seen the rise of the Parish Communion movement,
and the steady decline of church membership throughout the country as a
response to ignorance, Sunday shopping, secularism, and sheer disinterestedness.
And yet, here we are still!

Now we are looking forward in caution and trust. We certainly don’t want to lose
the things that give quality to our worship and life together. And yet we know
that, if we do nothing different, our church family will gradually diminish to zero.
As your leader, your Priest-in-Charge, I ask for your prayers, support, wisdom
and guidance. And I wonder what you would do if you were in my shoes?
Answers, as they say, on a postcard please!

‘Build my Church’ is an attempt at growing our numbers. It begins with having
something worthwhile to offer; inspiring services, good pastoral care one for
another; a concern for the world; and a warm friendly atmosphere. It goes on to
say that we lose nothing in trying our best to draw people into our fellowship.
God builds his Church out of people, set spiritually against and alongside Christ
the Cornerstone. Pray that we may effectively build our Church once more in
response to the needs of this generation. And, when you see anything different
going on, know that this is the reason — and support it!

the town. Sheila had been unsuccessful in persuading other ladies

f ! ere we are again, back in Redcliff and ready to start a walk around

to walk with us on this hot Sunday afternoon but as all good hosts
she accommodated this crazy English lady who was willing to walk. As we
left the bungalow through the orchard and out of the gate Norman followed
behind us. Sheila with absolute amazement said to her husband “are you
walking with us” — “yes” he replied. I was considered very honoured being
as this was a traditional African household.

We strolled down the lane to the
crossroads with St. George’s on the
right and open common land on
the left. The tall grass was green in
spite of the drought. The church
yard looked deserted apart from
Suki, Reverend Caleb’s 2 year old
granddaughter was playing with

the puppy.

We came to a parade of about 4
shops. This was the town. There
was an hotel at the rear of the
shops but this had seen better
days. Norman chatted as we
walked, asking my opinion on all
sorts of things from homosexual
and women priests to shopping at
Tesco in the UK. Zimbabwe has
not yet ordained a woman but they
are obviously pondering the
subject. I was shown the doctor’s
house and told that he had served
the community for many years but
medicine was scarce and people
could not afford it any more. As
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we walked the baboons swung
around in the trees in the gardens.
It certainly beat pigeons!

We walked up the hill and
discovered some very grand
houses formerly belonging to the
English but now for the most part
occupied by African families. I
noticed one English lady putting
out her rubbish and Norman
commented that there were very
few left in Redcliff, only those who
could not afford to return to the
UK. It is a sad time for us all, he
said. When we reached the top of
the hill we turned and admired the
view down the hill and over the
town where we could see in the
distance another town (Kwe Kwe)
where I was told the high density
houses were located.

As we walked down the hill we
came upon less affluent homes
where families walked with their
friends and greeted us as we
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walked towards them. Norman
and Sheila introduced me to so
many people I had absolutely no
chance of recalling them all. I saw
a man carrying a wrought iron
gate and Sheila whispered to me
“he will be trying to sell it to get
money for food”. Norman added,
“This is how desperate it has
become”. After 4 hours of meeting
and greeting we eventually arrived
at Norman'’s brother’s house but
he was not at home.

We went to his allotment and he
showed me what he was growing.
He worked for the Government
and therefore was able to obtain
land. He told me he had taken a
large plot on which he and some
friends were growing crops for the
community. This was refreshing
to hear and see as their appeared
to be an acceptance of the status
quo of impending starvation with
an underlying despair. Norman’s
brother said he sold the vegetables
to the local people which then
allowed him to buy more seeds to
grow more. I left the allotment
with a spring in my step even
though we had been walking for
over 5 hours. It was good to get
back and to have supper and the
jewel in the crown was Norman
saying to me “thank you, Irene, I
have lived here for 17 years and
that is only the second time I have
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walked around my town and I so
enjoyed it and met so many people
I have not seen for ages, it has
really cheered me up”. I slept well
that night.

Next morning I was collected by
car and taken to my second hosts’
home.  Gertrude is a lovely lady
who is a math teacher and her
husband a mining engineer. They
have two sons, one at university in
South Africa and the other about to
embark on same. Gertrude was a
very enterprising lady who as well
as teaching, bred chickens and
made soft furnishings for sale. Her
home was very much like any of
ours. I had a wonderful couple of
days with her and she took me by
car to see the location of the steel
works and we fitted in a visit to
her school. Unfortunately there
were no pupils around as it was
Easter break. She showed me her
classroom and how she taught
classes of over 40 children with
only one text book to use. She
wrote everything out on the
blackboard for the pupils. Text
books are like gold - if you have
any she would love to receive
them!

Gertrude also informed me that at
an unofficial survey within the
school it was discovered that 80%
of the children came to school with
nothing to eat and were child
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headed families. I found this quite
devastating and was full of
admiration for the staff that
continued to strive to assist both
educationally and socially.
Perhaps there is something we
