I also intend to assist at the Cancer
Help Centre for their once a month Healing Services and at the United
Reformed Church for their Thursday Ecumenical Service roughly once a
month. Within the Purley & Kenley Churches Together I will remain a
member of the Healing Group.

I feel now is the right time to retire though I know it will be hard, but Linda
will be Ordained Priest to assist Roger at All Saints and David will assist him
at St. Barnabas. We are fortunate to have so many staff when in other places
they share one Stipendiary Minister between 3-8 churches

During my time at St Barnabas I have felt privileged to serve such a band of
lovely people and have enjoyed much love and respect in return. I am grateful
to all those who have helped me along the way, especially the clergy who saw
potential, encouraged and supported me.

When Linda is Ordained Priest on 5th October [congratulations to her] I will
be presiding at St. B. whilst Roger and David are at the Cathedral so you have
not seen the last of me yet.

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Zimbabwe 2007 Diocesan Trip (Continued)

e awoke early next morning having had very little sleep. Our

hosts insisted that we had a tour of their homestead or

smallholding as we would call it. The land was around half an
acre only and the couple managed to exist by growing a bit of cotton, some
fruit and vegetables and they had a cow, some goats and a few dogs .... I
was quite surprised to see how small an area of land they farmed in view of
the vastness of the open spaces within Zimbabwe.

We had literally less than five
minutes to view our surroundings
when our mini-bus arrived. We
were relieved to see it after the
events of the night before! We
said our goodbye, and, “see you in
a few days, when we get back
from Victoria Falls”. Our hosts
were anxious that we should
return but we were not sure what
would happen about this.

Our mini-bus picked up our
colleagues and we gathered at
Gweru Diocesan office and
exchanged stories with our, by
now, familiar friends. We had
only a few minutes before we were
back in the mini-bus again and on
our way to the Governor of the
Central Province for tea.

We arrived to a very courteous
welcome and very lavish morning
tea/coffee. No more the meagre
rations we had experienced thus
far, we were offered wonderful
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cream cakes and snacks which
were plentiful.

We sat down in rows facing a top
table of Bishop Nick, Bishop
Ishmael, the Governor, the Health
Minister and another Minister
whose post I cannot recall. We
were cordially formally welcomed
and on the face of it this appeared
to be genuine but the propaganda
crept in. We were requested to
observe that we were safe in their
country and it was hoped that this
message would go back to the UK
with us as what Zimbabwe needed
was  foreign  currency and
investment.

The Governor indicated that
Zimbabweans found themselves in
their current situation because of
British sanctions against them.
The Governor went on to say that
he, owing to his office, was barred
from entering the U.K. He said
that he could, to an extent,
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understand this, but, this had been
extended to his wife and family
and he found this unacceptable as
they had done nothing!  His
speech continued in this manner
and it was then for Bishop Nick to
respond.

The usual courtesy of thanks for
hospitality ~were offered and
especially for the cream cakes.
Bishop Nick, in his wusual
charismatic way, managed to keep
things light. He did, however,
state that there were no sanctions
against Zimbabwe but visa
difficulties. He stated that, whilst
we had been assured we were safe
in Zimbabwe, we had encountered
a few incidents, one only the night
before (referring to the incident
described to you last month) but
we would rely on that assurance
as we continued out visit to
Anglican Parishes in central
Zimbabwe.

We all thought that this speech
had put things back on an even
keel. We were invited to ask
questions of the panel. We were
informed by the Health Minister
that AIDS was on the decrease and
that their tests confirmed this. I
asked if they tested all women
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who were pregnant or of child
bearing age, but the answer was
“no”. I added that in the UK it
was automatic during pregnancy
and that I was exceedingly
surprised that in the circumstances
it was not the case in Zimbabwe. I
had to leave it there as it was
obviously a  difficult and

precarious debate.

There appeared to still be
congenial interaction but from the
back of the room the Bishop was
questioned by, as it turned out, a
television reporter. There were
some uncomfortable moments;
however, we left feeling that all
was well.

Next  morning the  papers
misquoted our Bishop and there
were e-mails back and forth to the
UK before such misquotes hit the
British press.  Bishop Ishmael
managed to stop the television
broadcast in Zimbabwe and a
diplomatic incident was avoided.

We returned to Gweru for fuel and
then set off for Victoria Falls. We
were all ready for the break from
the intensity of our tour and we
were all in high spirits.
